The Center for Domestic Preparedness (CDP) will host the 7th Annual Tribal Nations Training Week during the week of March 5 - 12, 2022 on the CDP campus in Anniston, AL. CDP training is completely funded for state, local, tribal and territorial emergency responders to include roundtrip airfare, meals, lodging, training and any equipment required during training. The list of classes and additional information for this training week are listed below.
All personnel who work in an emergency response capacity and are affiliated with one or more Tribal Nations, Indian Health Service (IHS) and those who work directly with Tribal Nations are authorized to attend.
· Effective November 29, 2021, all students attending resident training at the Center for Domestic Preparedness (CDP), must be fully vaccinated against COVID-19. 

· No COVID-19 accommodations or exemptions will be accepted for students attending CDP resident training.

· Upon arrival, you must show proof of vaccination to gain access to the CDP campus or transportation. Acceptable proof of vaccination includes a legible physical or electronic copy of one of the following:

· Original, copy or photo of an official government-issued COVID-19 Vaccination Card.

· A signed statement from a physician or healthcare provider on official letterhead stating you are fully vaccinated as of a specific date.

· An official medical record from your doctor or healthcare provider which documents your vaccination status.

· Any other official vaccination record issued by a government agency (e.g., Department of Veterans Affairs, Department of Defense, and Indian Health Services) that provides the required information about your COVID-19 vaccination status, including immunization dates.

· Fully vaccinated is defined as at least two weeks must have passed since completing the COVID-19 final vaccination prior to arriving on campus. Fully vaccinated students, instructors, and staff will provide for a much safer learning and working environment for all persons on the CDP campus.
Training Courses 
Healthcare Leadership for Mass Casualty Incidents (HCL) / Integrated Capstone Event (ICE)

Dates: March 5 - 12, 2022 (This includes travel days)

Students: Up to 75
Overview: Healthcare Leadership for Mass Casualty Incidents is a four-day course that addresses disaster preparedness at the facility and system level. Healthcare leaders must be prepared for any incident that results in multiple casualties, whether it is the result of a natural disaster; an accidental or intentional release of a chemical, biological, radiological, nuclear, or explosives (CBRNE) hazard; or a disease outbreak that results in an epidemic or pandemic. This course focuses on preparing healthcare leaders to make critical decisions in all-hazards disaster emergency preparedness activities. Responders learn essential disaster-planning response and recovery functions through lecture/discussion format that are then applied in a tabletop exercise and a two-day functional exercise.
The ICE promotes an interdisciplinary response to an all-hazards mass casualty incident where first responders and first receivers are challenged to perform functions learned within their CORE course earlier in the week. 
Target Audience/Disciplines
· Hospital executive group — Senior executives who have ultimate legal and overall fiduciary responsibilities for the institution; 
· Mid-level management — Those who have responsibility for activating the disaster plan;

· Patient services group — Senior patient care services leadership who are responsible for the following: organizing and delivering patient care services and resources; maintaining a patient-tracking system; assuring the treatment of inpatients and managing the inpatient care areas; and controlling discharge procedures

· Emergency Department (ED) group — Those responsible for overall clinical and administrative management of the ED resources;

· Physical plant operations group — Those responsible for the physical plant and its environment;
· Emergency Medical Services (EMS) — Those responsible for authorizing policy and/or participating in the formation of policy that determines the response of EMS resources to a disaster;

· Public health group — Those responsible for authorizing policy and/or participating in the formation of policy that determines the public health response to a disaster; and

· Other patient care — Patient-support areas may be represented, including infection control, chaplains, social workers, legal, and others.

Biological Incidents Awareness (BIA) / Hospital Emergency Response Training for Mass Casualty Incidents (HERT) Integrated Capstone Event (ICE)
Dates: March 5 - 12, 2022 (This includes travel days)

Students: Up to 40
Overview: The Biological Incidents Awareness provides a brief overview of biological incidents that have occurred; biological agents that are naturally occurring, could be accidentally releas​ed, or could be used deliberately; the typical course of disease and how that may vary in a deliberate incident; an overview of biological agents as terrori​st weapons; and methods of protection from biological agents (with an emphasis on protection methods and equipment readily available to emergency responders and the general public).
The Hospital Emergency Response Training for Mass Casualty Incidents (HERT) course addresses healthcare response at the operations level for the facility and its personnel. This three-day course prepares healthcare responders to utilize the Hospital Incident Command System — integrating into the community emergency response network while operating an Emergency Treatment Area as hospital first responders during a mass casualty incident involving patient contamination. The healthcare responders will determine and use appropriate personal protective equipment and conduct triage followed by decontamination of ambulatory and nonambulatory patients as members of a Hospital Emergency Response Team. The Integrated Capstone Event will be built into the HERT course and promotes an interdisciplinary response to an all-hazards mass casualty incident where first responders and first receivers are challenged to perform functions learned within their CORE course.
The ICE promotes an interdisciplinary response to an all-hazards mass casualty incident where first responders and first receivers are challenged to perform functions learned within their CORE course earlier in the week.
Target Audience/Disciplines

Hospital staff members who comprise a Hospital Emergency Response Team, such as physicians, nurses, administrators, security personnel, environmental staff, and other hospital staff.

Intermediate ICS for Expanding Incidents (ICS-300) / Crisis Leadership and Decision Making (CLDM) / Building Whole Community Engagement through Local Emergency Planning Committees (LEPC)
Dates March 28 – April 4, 2020 (This includes travel days)
Students: Up to 30
Overview: ICS 300 outlines how the NIMS Command and Coordination component supports the management of expanding incidents as well as describes the incident management processes as prescribed by ICS. This course has a threaded activity that will give students the opportunity to practice implementing the incident management process and creating an Incident Action Plan (IAP) for a simulated expanding incident.  This course provides training and resources for personnel who require advanced application of the Incident Command System (ICS). Enhance your Incident command skills and focuses on new concepts of the ICS.

You will participate in group activities that introduce the development of the Incident Action Plan (IAP) and demonstrate the interactions between the Command and General Staff sections of the ICS.

The Crisis Leadership and Decision-Making course is an executive-level presentation for the nation’s senior officials at the city, county, regional, territory, tribal, and state levels. Participants will discuss the strategic- and executive-level issues and challenges related to preparing for, responding to, and recovering from a catastrophic incident. The venue provides an excellent opportunity to share proven strategies and practices and apply lessons learned from past natural and human-made disasters.
The Building Whole Community Engagement through Local Emergency Planning Committees course will show how effective whole community planning requires a collaborative and engaging team of stakeholders representing residents, non-profit, government, private sector, and emergency management officials. In accordance with the Emergency Planning Community Right-to-Know Act (EPCRA), Local Emergency Planning Committees (LEPC) and Tribal Emergency Planning Committees (TEPC) act in this role to strengthen the community’s ability to prepare for hazardous material incidents. This course has a special focus on incidents involving fertilizer grade ammonium nitrate (FGAN) and those events involving high hazard flammability trains (HHFT). This course will equip LEPC/TEPCs with the knowledge, tools and best practices needed to establish an engaging and productive team among the whole community of stakeholders.
Target Audience/Disciplines

Emergency Management, Emergency Medical Services, Fire Service, Governmental Administrative, Hazardous Materials, Healthcare, Law Enforcement, Public Health, Public Safety Communications, Public Works.
Prerequisites and Requirements

Environmental Health Training in Emergency Response (EHTER) - Operations (Integrated Capstone Event (ICE)) 
Dates March 5 – 12, 2022 (This includes travel days)
Students: Up to 24
Overview: The Environmental Health Training in Emergency Response Operations (EHTER Ops) is a four-day course providing participants with the operations-level knowledge and skills required to respond to incidents of natural or man-made disaster using appropriate protocols and equipment to achieve mission objectives. Participants are trained to assess problems and risks, plan for a team response, select equipment and instrumentation appropriate to the event, perform the required tasks according to the Environmental Health response protocol, and perform reporting and follow-up as instructed. The majority of the course is conducted through hands-on operational practice or response to simulated events. Participants perform Environmental Health Responder tasks while wearing personal protective equipment (PPE) Levels C and D. The course also includes training at the outdoor Northville Training Complex, where participants engage in scenario-based exercises in which they employ critical-thinking skills related to the selection and use of chemical, biological, radiological, nuclear, and explosive (CBRNE) detection and sampling instruments.
The ICE promotes an interdisciplinary response to an all-hazards mass casualty incident where first responders and first receivers are challenged to perform functions learned within their CORE course earlier in the week.
Target Audience/Disciplines
Environmental Health Responders assigned to a local, State, Territorial, or Tribal Emergency Response Team, who perform environmental health tasks in emergencies and disasters.
Prerequisites and Requirements

To be eligible for the course, it is recommended that students successfully complete the following courses:

• IS-100.c, Introduction to the Incident Command System or equivalent ICS-100 series;

Barrier Precautions and Controls for Highly Infectious Disease (HID) / Integrated Capstone Event (ICE)
Dates March 5 - 12, 2022 (This includes travel days) 
Students: 24
Overview: The Barrier Precautions and Controls for Highly Infectious Disease (HID) is designed to provide the student with the best practices, knowledge, and skills for triaging, transporting, transferring, treating, and managing persons with highly infectious diseases. Students participate in a guided discussion of best practices for managing and treating persons with a highly infectious disease from identification or presentation through conclusion and outcome of treatment. Students receive demonstrations and practical experience in the proper donning and doffing of personal protective equipment required to prevent provider and other patient contamination. Lastly, students conduct a series of patient management and treatment exercises in a realistic healthcare setting to include presentation at an emergency room and treatment in a hospital isolation ward using best practice barrier precautions and infection-control procedures.
The ICE promotes an interdisciplinary response to an all-hazards mass casualty incident where first responders and first receivers are challenged to perform functions learned within their CORE course earlier in the week.
Target Audience/Disciplines 
Emergency Medical Services, Healthcare, and Public Health Professionals with a requirement to triage, transport, and treat persons with a highly infectious disease.
Prerequisites and Requirements
To be eligible for the course, it is recommended that students successfully complete the following elements:

· Possess training/education in basic barrier precautions and infection-control requirements and procedures;

· Possess training/education in medical triage and treatment protocols;

· Be physically capable of assisting in the transfer and movement of a patient role player or mannequin weighing up to 200 pounds; and

· Be physically and mentally capable of wearing personal protective equipment that conforms tightly to the face or encapsulates the head and face.

Site Protections through Observational Techniques (SPOT) / Law Enforcement Active Shooter Emergency Response (LASER) / Integrated Capstone Event (ICE)
Dates March 5 – 12, 2022 (This includes travel days) 

Students: Up to 24
Overview: The Site Protection through Observational Techniques course helps public safety personnel improve their observational techniques by using a four-step ongoing screening process—assessing, identifying, evaluating, and acting. Participants will examine each step of the process and apply the concepts to fictional scenarios, photographs, and videos. At the end of this course, participants will be able to better recognize, communicate, and act upon suspicious behaviors that could indicate a terrorist attack.

The Law Enforcement Active Shooter Emergency Response (LASER) course uses a mixture of classroom presentations, hands-on field training, and practical exercises to enhance the response capabilities of law enforcement officers in order to effectively respond to and stop an active shooter incident. This class aims to provide participants with the knowledge, skills, and abilities to rapidly deploy and neutralize violent offenders during active shooter incidents in order to prevent the loss of innocent lives.
The ICE promotes an interdisciplinary response to an all-hazards mass casualty incident where first responders and first receivers are challenged to perform functions learned within their CORE course earlier in the week.
Target Audience/Disciplines 

Emergency Management and Law Enforcement personnel who are responsible for planning and/or responding to active shooter incidents. 
Prerequisites and Requirements

To be eligible for the course, it is recommended that students successfully complete the following courses:

EOC Operations and Planning for All-Hazards (EOC Opns)/ Emergency Operations Plans for Rural Jurisdictions (MGT 383) / Access and Functional Needs Preparedness Planning for Rural Communities (PPRC) / Expeditionary Training (ET)
Dates March 5 – 12, 2022 (This includes travel days) 

Students: Up to 30
Overview: The EOC Operations and Planning for All-Hazards course (MGT-346) provides personnel, who could be assigned or work in an Emergency Operations Center (EOC), the skills necessary to effectively plan for and manage a large-scale incident by applying and implementing an all-hazards, multi-disciplinary, management team approach as described in the National Incident Management System (NIMS), with specific emphasis on the planning, resource, and information management processes. The course culminates with a scenario-based, simulation-supported exercise designed to provide practical experience with emergency management processes and decision-making skills necessary to effectively manage an EOC. The Emergency Operations Center (EOC) Operations and Planning for All-Hazards Events course is 16 hours long, with decision-based activities and exercises comprising 50 percent of the course.
The Emergency Operations Plans for Rural Jurisdictions (MGT-383) is an 8-hour planning and management-level course designed to provide rural first responders with the knowledge and skills to develop an emergency operations plan (EOP) for their local jurisdiction or region. Participants are provided with knowledge on the planning process, the different types of emergency operations plan formats, and the components of each. Participants engage in scenarios that are designed to reinforce the lessons learned and to enable them to determine the best format for their particular jurisdiction and to organize the various planning components into an EOP. 
The Access and Functional Needs Preparedness Planning for Rural Communities course will assist in preparing communities to meet the assistance and safety needs of older adults, and people with access and functional needs during a crisis event in rural communities using an approach with the Department of Homeland Security’s (DHS) Whole Community initiative. Due to the expected diverse student population, general information regarding crisis planning and response (incident command system (ICS), National Incident Management System (NIMS), etc.) will be discussed, flowing into a narrower discussion regarding the needs and care issues of older adults. Included in the discussion are short- and long-term care, pet care, medication, and the need for durable medical equipment and healthcare. The issue of individuals from assisted-living and nursing homes will be emphasized in lessons learned from various disasters.
Expeditionary Training is a mechanism to rapidly assess training needs and immediately export training capability within communities impacted or likely impacted by a disaster.   

Target Audience/Disciplines 

Personnel from the following disciplines who are responsible for working within an Emergency Operations Center; Emergency Management, Emergency Medical Services, Fire Service, Governmental Administrative, Hazardous Material, Law Enforcement, Health Care, Public Health, Public Safety Communications, Public Works, Security and Safety, and Transportation.

Overview: The Framework for Healthcare Emergency Management course is designed for personnel who are responsible for the development, implementation, maintenance, and administration of emergency management programs and plans for healthcare facilities and/or systems (e.g., hospitals, clinics, or community health centers). Functional areas addressed in this course include an overview of relevant standards, regulations, and organizations; integration with agencies and stakeholders; the Incident Command System (ICS) as it applies to healthcare; plans and the planning process; facility and personnel preparedness; exercises and training; and surge and related mass casualty issues (including patient care and/or ethics, evacuation, public affairs, and risk communications), recovery, and finances/reimbursement.
Expeditionary Training is a mechanism to rapidly assess training needs and immediately export training capability within communities impacted or likely impacted by a disaster.   

Target Audience/Disciplines 

Emergency Management, Emergency Medical Services, Healthcare and Public Health.
